6. COMMUNITY SERVICES UPDATE

Staffordshire LOC has received an email from LMC regarding at Burton on Trent GP practice being swamped with referrals which are not clear. This could mainly be fixed with the introduction of CUES in the area but process needs to be developed for when the non-accredited practices send to GP. 
Referral protocols document for website needs a few tweaks and to be added to the website.  Need review date adding.

Primary Eyecare will be launching a Telemedicine hub in April for CUES.

LOC to be completing a questionnaire with practices in North Staffs and South East Staffs to establish what practices are doing which services and if not, what are the barriers. Alison to commence this. 

A Barrier to the glaucoma schemes is some practitioners wanting refresher training on Goldmann.  LOC to potentially look into arranging this. Expression of Interest to be sent out.

RSUH want more routine cataract surgery. It appears that there is confusion regarding the waiting time lists.
