9. NORTH STAFFS COMMUNITY EYECARE SERVICES
Irfan Razvi advised that the recommissioned services launched on 4th March 2019. There have been a few teething problems with the Metastorm system which we are dealing with. After September this system will no longer be used. 
We have been in talks with Spa Medica and the CCG to see what practices can do in terms of referring to them and Mark is going to speak to Greg Wharton from Spa Medica on 14th May.

Irfan advised that we are looking into adding CHEC and Rowley Hall onto Metastorm. We do not have the timescales for this at the moment.

10. ABDO REPORT 
Clive Marchant advised that ABDO have held more MECS training events and a further set of OSCEs where 11 CLOs passed. 
On 21st May ABDO are holding a meeting for those who would like to own their own practice. This is a free event.

ABDO are just about to launch their own website. 

Clive advised as of 1st September there will be a new Optical Assistants courses which are level 2/3. These are online courses and candidates will receive a certificate of completion.
